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Hodgeman County Elementary School is dedicated to maintaining strong
relationships between our teachers, the students in those classroom and their
parents.

our programs. Suggested topics for discussion might include:

A description and explanation of the curriculum used in our school

The assessments used to diagnose needs

The assessments used to measure student progress

The proficiency levels that students are expected to meet

The development of a School/Parent compact that outlines how parents,

the entire school staff, and the students will share the responsibility for

improved student academic success.

= Title I Coordinator will offer discussion of the compact during
Parent/Teacher conferences. Parents can review the compact and
offer suggestions to improve it.

= We will provide frequent reports to parents about their student’s
progress.

= We will provide parents with reasonable access to staff,
opportunities to volunteer and participate in their child’s class and
observation of classroom activities.

e Ifrequested by the parents, opportunities will be offered for regular meetings
to formulate suggestions and to participate, as appropriate, in decisions
relating to the education of their children, and to respond to any suggestions
as soon as practically possible.
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e Our school will provide assistance to the parents of children served by the
school, as appropriate, in understanding such topics as the State’s academic
content standards and State student academic achievement standards, State
and local academic assessments, and how to monitor a child’s progress and
work with educators to improve the achievement of their children.

e We will ensure, if possible, that information related to school and parent
programs, meetings and other activities will be sent to parents in the parent’s
language, or through phone contact with an interpreter.
